- Don’t seal the envelope 
- Short “note” from children has an 
Incredible impact for Christ! 

- Children (first name only and age) 
- Do prayer chain links with thin strips 
of paper (colored), sign with first name 
and city only. Children may add age. 

Sunday school classes, Bible study 
groups, reunion groups, youth groups, 
and even families can make a poster that 
expresses the hope found in Christ. 

 
These messages of 
love from the Body of 
Christ have a powerful 
impact on hardened 
hearts. 

 
Poster Guidelines 
- What is on the poster is not so 

Important; It can be a simple trace of 
hands or a beautiful work of art. 

- It should have the name of the group 
- It should have the group’s signatures 
(if kids, first name only and age) 

- No stickers or glue.
